
English 101 Self-Evaluation FinalPRIVATE 


This quarter our class has used various activities to improve writing skills.  You have each had the experience of writing a descriptive essay, a narrative essay, two expository essays (one using an outside source), and an argumentative/persuasive essay (using at least 3 outside sources).  Each essay was based on a process of generating ideas through various strategies, creating rough drafts and sharing those drafts in class, revising, proofreading and editing your essay, and then composing a word-processed version.  You have read essays from our textbook, The Bedford Reader, in order to become aware of different writing styles and to note how professional writers have dealt with composing.  You have also used our English handbook, A Writer’s Reference, which explained various aspects of the writing process.  Much of your homework was based on those two books.


To further your development as a writer, you have received comments from me and from other students in our class about your essays.  You have worked individually, in one-to-one situations, and in small groups on various writing exercises throughout the quarter.  You have presented your arguments for your argumentative/persuasive essay to the rest of the class.  You have also worked in special groups to present information to the rest of the class about a particular essay from The Bedford Reader.  You have had the opportunity to discuss this information and any other aspect of writing in class, in my office or by phone or e-mail.


Using all these experiences you have had in our class, I would like you to describe your development as a writer this quarter in this final piece of writing.  This word-processed essay should be at least 750 words; please include a word count.  You should discuss the new skills you have learned, your strengths as a writer, and the areas in which you still need to improve. Whenever possible use specific examples from our class this quarter.  Feel free to use your textbooks, dictionary, thesaurus, class notes, homework, and other related writings as you construct your essay.  Please use size 12 font with 1 ½ or double line spacing.  

Your completed essay is due as a hard copy, by Tuesday, December 15, delivered to my office, room 4125, no later than 12 noon.  You may turn this essay in on the last day of class, Monday, December 14.  You do not need a folder, nor do you need student comments or a rough draft.  You do not need a self-evaluation of the self-evaluation.  You can submit just the final, word-processed version with pages staples or clipped together.

I will assess a penalty for late essays.  Also, I will not accept self-evaluation essays turned in later than 12 pm on Wednesday, December 16.
