Part 2 - Deaf Culture and Community - It is expected that a high school student earning SCCC credits for ASL 
123 will have continued to learn about the Deaf community and to Deaf culture.  The books and videos must be new to the 
student and cannot be repeated from ASL 121 or ASL 122. 
 
Students will need to collect at least 105 points using any combination of the following: 
 
Professionally written books and articles related to Deafness that are being approved by your articulated-approved ASL teacher (internet 
sites are acceptable as long as it is same professionally written; and its one page length is same as one book page length) - 25 points per 
100 pages - minimum of 25 points 
 
Videotape documentaries, movies, or shows related to Deafness  - 10 points per hour - minimum of 40 points 
 
Live contact or observation of Deaf people (at deaf events; interpreted events do not count, unless the primary speaker is Deaf; guest 
speakers, classmates, relatives, but NOT the teacher) - 20 points per hour - (minimum 40 points beginning 2002-2003 academic year). 
 
Students can write a list of their reading/viewing/observations on this sheet, or they can submit a separate listing and attach it 
to this form.  The instructor must verify the authenticity of the activities.
